ur second years traveled to Bath, Ontario to visit the Lafarge Quarry and Plant. Our 

students were taken on a tour of the facility and learned about how the limestone is 

quarried  and how the limestone is processed into cement in the second largest kiln in 

North America. They traversed a 100m tunnel that connects the two pits on site and 

reviewed the rock mechanics design work and support systems.  They were given a 

briefing on the use of bio-fuels, rehabilitation, bio -diversity and measures the company 

is taking as part of their commitment to corporate social responsibility and sustainable 

development.
